Source 3. The United Nations Charter

We the peoples of the United Nations determined to save succeeding generations from the
scourge of war, which twice in our life time has brought untold sorrow to mankind, and

To reaffirm faith in fundamental human rights, in the dignity and worth of the human person,
in the equal rights of men and women and of nations large and small, and

To establish conditions under which justice and respect for the obligations arising from
treaties and other sources of international law can be maintained, and

To promote social progress and better standards of life in larger freedom.

And for these ends to practice tolerance and live together in peace and with one another as
good neighbors, and

To unite our strength to maintain international peace and security, and

To insure, by the acceptance of principles and the institution of methods, that armed force shall
not be used, save in the common interest, and

To employ international machinery for the promotion of the economic and social advancement
of all peoples.

5. In your opinion, is this allegorical or literal?

6. The United Nations buildings in New York are adorned with a quote from Source 1 above.
How does its charter compare to the vision that Isaiah describes?

7. Do you think they are fulfilling their charter?

8. What do you think Jews must do to bring about the fulfillment of Isaiah’s prophecies? Do
you think they are doing all they should?
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
