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Parashat Ki Tavo

Perhaps a mistake was made and Chapter 26 was placed here in Ki Tavo rather
than in the previous parasha, Ki Tetze. After all, Ki Tetze contained a variety of
different commandments, and it would make sense to place these last two
mitzvot (Bikkurim and [IBlESeN) there, before the speech about the covenant.

On the contrary, these commandments were specifically placed together with the
speech about the covenant. These mitzvot express thanks for the land both by
means of speech and by means of performing a significant act

The sense of appreciation expressed by means of fulfiling the
commandments of Bikkufim and NIEMESEE dovetails with that ceremony, which

recounts experience of Mount Sinai, only this time in the Land of Milk and
Honey.
