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Parashat Re'eh

The Book of Deuteronomy — Sefer Devarim — is the book of the
Land of Israel, yet the expression "The place that is chosen by
God" appears only 22 times. Six of those occurrences are in
this perek, indicating the importance of the place of the
Temple.

Our chapter offers two different perspectives on how meat
should be eaten. Should meat be eaten only as part of a
sacrificial offering, or can it be eaten as an ordinary part of a
normal diet? , which was true in
the desert and for the first 400 years in Israel, there is hardly
any reason to mention eating meat. _
_ in the time of King David and King Solomon it

became difficult for people to come to the Temple every time
they wanted to eat meat, only a small amount of meat came
from sacrifices.

This is one example where Sefer Devarim offers an historical
overview of Jewish history in the land of Israel.
