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Who am 1? Who said to whom?
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For discussion:
Bamidbar 11:1-2 reads:
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(“And the people were as murmurers, speaking evil in the ears of the LORD; and
when the LORD heard it, His anger was kindled; and the fire of the LORD burnt
among them, and devoured in the uttermost part of the camp. And the people cried
unto Moshe; and Moshe prayed unto the LORD, and the fire abated.”)

Why did Moshe wait to pray until the nation cried to him instead of praying
immediately?

Answer

Moshe’s house was in the Levite camp, in the centre of the camp. The people that
died were at the edge of the camp. It seems that Moshe didn’t know about the
outbreak of fire until they cried out to him.
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
