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Who am 1? Who said to whom?
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Discussion question:

In Shemot 14:15 it says: »ox pysn-nn ,NYn-5x n mxnr (“And God said to Moshe:
‘Why are you crying out to Me?”’) Why did Moshe cry out to God? God already
knows that Moshe told Bnei Yisrael that »pwann onx) 037 ony 'n » (God will fight
for you, and you must remain quiet..) (14:14).

Answer:

1) According to the 1bn Ezra, Moshe did not pray. Instead, Bnei Yisrael is now crying
out to God.

2) According to Sfrono, Moshe is praying for himself. Moshe is aware of God’s plan
but Bnei Yisrael is not. Instead, they think that Moshe has gotten them into a
dangerous situation and the Egyptians are going to kill them. Therefore, Moshe prays
that Bnei Yisrael will listen to him when he tells them to go into the sea.
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
