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For discussion:
In our parashah, Moshe says the following in regard to the spies (Devarim 1:22):
ININD NN 1IN NP7 DIV NNZYI 1NN D72 72N NN
(*And you came near unto me every one of you, and said: 'Let us send men before us,
that they may search the land for us”)

But in Bamidbar 13:1-2, it says:
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(*And the LORD spoke unto Moses, saying: 'Send thou men, that they may spy out the
land of Canaan”)

Was it the people’s idea or God’s idea to send the spies?
Answer:

According to Rashi, the nation requested to send spies, so Moshe asked God if it was
okay, and He responded: "oowin T2-n2v.
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
