(But unto the sons of the concubines that Avraham had, Avraham gave gifts; and he
sent them away from Yitzchak his son, while he yet lived, eastward, unto the east
country.)

Why did Avraham send his sons from the house?

Answer:

In the ancient world it was customary to send away the sons of the concubines
in order to show that they were not the heirs of the father. Avraham wanted to
be certain that only Yitzchak would inherit Eretz Yisrael. However, he didn’t
send them away empty handed — he gave them gifts and money so that they
would be able to survive.
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
