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Who am 1? Who said to Whom?
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For discussion:
Our parasha reads (24:5):
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“And he sent the young men of the children of Israel, who offered burnt-offerings,
and sacrificed peace-offerings of oxen to God.”
Who are these young men who made the sacrifices?

Answer:

According to Rashi, Rambam and others, these were the first borns. This story took
place before chet ha-egel (the sin of the golden calf), before God replaced the first
borns with the the tribe of Levi. According to Ibn Ezra, these are the sons of the
Elders.
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
