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For discussion:
Why is the chapter about the Nazirites directly after the oath of the priests?

Answer:

The Nazirite has many similarities to the High Priest: he is forbidden from drinking
wine, becoming impure through contact with the dead, and »n2 xn w1p” (“he is holy
to God”). But the Nazirite is not able to take the place of the High Priest — the Torah
tells us that only the High Priest has the power to bless the Israelites.
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
