Vayikra 9:2 reads: "nxwn? 9932 12 %y 79 np powyy”(“Take for yourself a bull-calf for a
sin-offering”).Generally, a lamb or a ram is brought for a sin-offering. Why was
Aharon commanded to bring a calf?

Answer:

This offering is connected to Aharon’s personal sin. According to Rashi, Aharon was
obligated to bring a sacrifice because he himself sinned in the episode of the Golden
Calf. Because of this, he had to bring a calf, as opposed to any other animal.
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
