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Who am 1? Who said to whom?
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For discussion:
Devarim 17:20 reads:
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(“That his heart be not lifted up above his brethren, and that he turn not aside from the
commandment, to the right hand, or to the left; to the end that he may prolong his
days in his kingdom, he and his children, in the midst of Israel.”) How is it possible
for a king not to ‘lift his heart above his brethren’?

Answer:

This is exactly the type of king that is permitted for Israel — a king that doesn’t have a
lot of horses, wives and money, who is obligated to write his own Sefer Torah and
judge according to it. It is forbidden for a king to be above the law, rather he is subject
to the law like everyone else.
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
