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Who am 1? Who said to whom?
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For discussion:

Devarim 3:24-25 reads:
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(“O Lord GOD, You have begun to show Your servant Your greatness, and Your
strong hand; for what god is there in heaven or on earth, that can do according to Your
works, and according to Your mighty acts? Let me go over, | pray Thee, and see the
good land that is beyond the Jordan, that goodly hill-country, and Lebanon.”)

Why did Moshe think that God would change his mind and allow him to enter the
land of Israel?

Answer:

In his prayer, Moshe begins with the words 7nisnn npx” (“You have begun”),
referring to the conquest of the land on the eastern side of the Jordan river, which
he had already conquered. Moshe thought that since he had already started the
process of the conquest of the land, God may allow him to finish it.
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
