did not leave the Land of Israel. How else was Yitzchak different from Avraham and
Yaakov? Is there a connection between these things?

Answer:

1. Yitzchak was different from Avraham in a few key ways: a) Yitzchak’s name was not

changed. (Avram switched to Avraham, Yaakov switched to Yisrael.) b) Yitzchak received

his name from God. ¢) Yitzchak married only one woman.
2. Consistency is a theme that is apparent in Yitzchak’s life.
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
