Did Lot’s wife really become a pillar of salt?

Answer:

1. The angels said to escape to the mountains, but Lot’s wife waited to see the
destruction. Without the necessary time to flee, the destruction ultimately reached
her. She was buried in salt like the rest of the people of Sodom.

2.1bn Ezra maintains that 7nbn 2>83 >nny7 (“and she become a pillar of salt”) refers
to the city of Sodom, not Lot’s wife.
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
