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For discussion:
Bereishit 29:15 reads:
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(“And Lavan said to Yaakov: 'Because you are my brother, should you serve me for
free? Tell me, what should your wages be?’”)
This verse can be understood as either praise or reproach by Lavan for Yaakov. How?

Answer:

Praise: Slaves work for free. Yaakov is not a slave, rather he is part of
Lavan’s family and therefore he must be paid for his work.

Reproach: Family members do not receive pay, they simply split the profit.
Why do you work for free, Yaakov? Because you’re my brother? No!

You are just a worker.
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
