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Who am 1? Who said to whom?
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For discussion:

Bereishit 29:26 reads: #1222 %97 ,NYND NN2--101PN2 12 NYY-NY”

(*And Lavan said: 'It is not so done in our place, to give the younger before the first-
born.”)

Why didn’t Yaakov argue with Lavan? They had already agreed that Yaakov would
marry Rachel, and if this was Lavan’s custom, he should have said something from
the beginning.

Answer:

Yaakov didn’t respond to Laban because he was shocked by his answer. Yaakov felt
guilty, for this is exactly what he, the younger son, did to his own brother, the
firstborn, when he took Esau’s blessings from him.
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
