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Discussion question:

Bereshit 32:13 reads: 7291 1992-NY 9¥x , 00 HiND Ty73-nN onnv)r (“and make thy
seed as the sand of the sea, which cannot be numbered for multitude™). Earlier,
God had promised that the seed would be as numerous as the dust (Bereshit
28:14) and as numerous as the stars (Bereshit 15:5). What is common to all the
analogies and what are the differences between them?

Answer:

All of the comparisons agree that the seed of the fathers (i.e. the Jewish nation)
will be a majority. The differences include: stars — each individual star is
important while each grain of sand and dust ball are not. Sand is formed by waves
breaking on the shore just as the character of the Jewish nation was formed
through difficulties. Dust is stepped on and crushed.
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
