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For discussion:
Vayikra 1:3 reads: »¥a9p noy ox” (“If his offering is a burnt-offering”). Why is this
sacrifice called an »n>wy» (“burnt-offering”)?

Answer:

It is forbidden to eat from this offering at all — the entire animal is burnt. The cloud
that comes from the burning ascends (nvw) until the entire animal is burnt, leaving no
remains. This is how the entire offering ascends to God.
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
