It is interesting to pay attention to the main milim manhot that occur following the sin
of the spies. God’s name appears 28 times, an indication that even in the midst of
God’s anger, His Divine Presence remains among the Jewish people. In support of
this point, we find that God accepts the atonement of the people after Moshe’s prayer
as evident by the use of such words as rei ‘ah niho ah.

The commandments that are listed IS [alsRigR el (s RV R#XT1727 are reconstituted
commandments that have been refined and clarified as a correction for the terrible sin

that took place.

In fact, every sin can be corrected, and God does not change His will to remain with
His people.
