One fascinating story that we find in Parashat Shemot describes Moshe's
maturation and development into a leader. Note the parallel ideas and phrases
that surround the passage describing Moshe going out to see his brothers, the
Hebrew slaves, at work.

The color-coded parallel words and phrases emphasize a process of:

Hiding someone

Being discovered

Finding a protected place
A show of mercy

While the first half of the chapter describes Moshe as a child who is protected
and saved, the second half shows him as an adult protecting others.

What might the Torah be teaching us in juxtaposing two periods in Moshe's life
in this way?
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
