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Parashat VVeZot HaBerakhah

Following the prophecy of calamity in Parashat HaAzinu, Moshe
concludes the Torah with a more uplifting message, which includes
blessings and a prophecy about a positive future. Every tribe receives a
blessing — even Shimon, who was left out of Yaakov's blessings.

We find that the Children of are called Yeshurun, hinting to a
nation that walks on the straight path and encourages the rest of the
world, as well.

Moshe sees the future of the Jewish people in the Land of Israel, both
physically and spiritually. Only in recent history can we see these
blessings being fulfilled. Economic success, military strength, wisdom,
Dan's serpent (representing health), agriculture...is there even a single
blessing received by the tribes that is not part of the experience of
contemporary Israel?

Let us pray that the closing blessing of verse 29 will be fulfilled in the
near future -
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
